Radial Tyre

The cords run diagonally across the 
tread pattern

The cords run "radially" around the 
casing, across the tread and there 
is a belt of textile or steel cords 
running around the circumference 
of the tyre, between the radial 
cords and the tread.

Tyre Construction Markings

195/50R15 88V
The letter 'R' in the tyre size indicates that 

this is a RADIAL construction tyre

195/50-15 88V
The dash symbol '-' in the tyre size 

indicates that this is a Crossply tyre

195/50B15 88V

The letter 'B' in the tyre size indicates that 

this is a Bias construction tyre, a 

combination of Radial and 

Crossply construction techniques
